Cleanup Temporary Drop Box Prohibited Materials List

Typical Wastes NOT accepted in Drop Boxes/ Temp Bins 

*NO BURN MATERIALS ACCEPTED FROM BURNED HOMES*
- No Toxic Wastes

- No Insecticides & Herbicides

- No Cleaning Products & Chemicals

- No Latex & Oil Based Paints & Thinners

- No Gasoline, Antifreeze, Motor Oil, Hydraulic Oil, Gear Oil, Freon
- No Adhesives

- No Propane Tanks

- No Items containing radioactive material 

- No Explosives & Ammunition
- No Smoke Detectors (Note: these must be mailed back to the manufacturer)
- No Thermostats or other mercury containing items

- No Hypodermic Syringes or any Bio-Hazard material)
- No Fluorescent Fixtures (eg: Ballasts) or Fluorescent Light Tubes
- No Compact Fluorescent Light Bulbs (CFL’s)
- No Car Batteries / Household Batteries

- No containerized Liquids of any source
- No Syringes & Lancets or any other bio-hazard materials

- No Material Containing Asbestos

- No Dead Animals

Electronic Waste is NOT accepted in Drop Boxes / Temp Bins
- No Televisions, Computers, Stereos, Microwaves, or any electronic device w/ an LCD display/LED Lights (Eg: Alarm Clock, Coffee Maker), or devices w/ circuit boards
No Freon Containing Units will be accepted in the Drop Boxes regardless if the components and/or Freon have been removed.
- No Refrigerators

- No Freezers

- No Ice Makers

- No Air Conditioning Units

*No Large Appliances should be placed in the Drop Boxes/Temp Bins
Large Appliances such as stoves, water heaters, dishwashers, washing machines, and/or dryers should be disposed of at your local recycling facility.  While these items may not be considered hazardous waste they are not allowed to be buried in our landfill. If placed in the dumpster a recycling extraction fee will be charged by the landfill.
Treated Wood Waste can be placed in the debris boxes. Pressure treated posts, railroad ties, and/or power poles must be cut into lengths no longer than 4’.  Large quantities will require direct burial and will be charged an additional special handling fee by the landfill.
